Service and Picnic at Bethel Sunday, 

August 22, at 11:00 a.m. 
 

On Sunday, August 22, the Clarke County 

Community will worship at Bethel Baptist Church, 

located in the southeast corner of the county.  Bethel 

is steeped in history and tradition.  It is first 

mentioned in an 18th century deed  for a tract of 

53,000 acres of land lying on the Shenandoah River, 

made by Thomas, Lord Fairfax, to descendants of 

Robert (King) Carter, containing a clause excepting 

"God's Acre on the Hill, known as Bethel Meeting 

House." 
 

Bethel was organized as a Baptist Church in 

1808 and had an active membership during the early 

1800s largely because of its location on the Great 

Wagon Road which ran from Philadelphia to western 

Pennsylvania and then down the Shenandoah 

Valley.  The present building was started in 1828 and 

dedicated in 1830.  Among the families who 

worshipped there were many of the descendants of 

Jacob Sowers Sr., William Davis and William 

Kerfoot.  
 

Bethel's membership started to decline by the 

mid-19th century when the Millwood Pike was 

established and the center of commerce in the region 

shifted towards Winchester. The Civil War and years 

of impoverishment following contributed to the 

further decline in membership.  The May 16, 1861, 

church roll call states that "most of the young people 

absent. Gone to defend their country's rights." Bethel 

closed its doors in 1930, and the building fell into 

disrepair and the grounds became overgrown with 

vegetation.   
 

However, in 1941 Beverly Brownley McKay 

organized The Bethel Memorial Association, 

subsequently incorporated as a nonprofit, to restore 

the Bethel building to its original condition and 

repair damage to adjoining cemetery.  McKay spoke 

of Bethel as a “quiet, peaceful, hallowed spot--a 

memorial set aside for prayer and meditation."

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July Food Pantry Report  
 

Month by month, our client numbers have been 

on the increase.  With Christ Church Cares’ sixth 

food distribution on Saturday, July 10, sixty-one 

people in 24 neighboring households received our 

help.  14 children, 16 seniors (half of whom lived in 

one person households), and the rest were adults. We 

also sent a food basket for Anna Jackson’s funeral 

reception as well as an offering of easily digestible 

food to a local cancer patient just home from the 

hospital.  

Many hands make light work. On the Friday 

before our distribution, Candy Means, Paula Myer, 

Daphne Dunning, Maisie, Caroline Roberts, Wendy 

Clatterbuck, Carol Sellery and Terry Chandler 

assembled canned goods and other staples into 

household offerings, somehow managing without 

Tencha filling the grocery bags in the pantry closet. 

Thanks to of Carolyn Farouki’s garden, planned 

with the food pantry in mind, Linda Roberts, Cary 

Embury, Wendy and Candy gathered zucchini, 

hubbard squash, green and chili peppers, and 

cucumbers to augment the produce received from 

Food Lion.  Doris Stimpson also dropped off an 

offering of garden-fresh cucumbers.  So, for once, 

we had an ample produce section .   

Bakery goods came from Food Lion and from 

Wal-Mart via C-CAP where we learned of a 

truckload of watermelons arriving at the Lord 

Fairfax Food Bank and got there in time to get 

enough melons for every household.  Tracy 

Anderson, a volunteer for The Tree of Life food 

pantry in Loudoun County, delivered an SUV full of 

Wegman’s baked goods.  Paula Myer picked up the 

Panera Bread offering on Friday night.   Marjorie 

and John Lewis donated organic hamburger for all, 

and we were able to offer frozen chicken breasts and 

drumsticks from the Food Bank.   

On Saturday morning, our Outreach team of 

Candy, Paula, Maisie, Caroline, Wendy, Carol, Terry 

and Bob Randolph helped carry the food to cars, 

make deliveries, and arrange transportation for the 

clients who walked. Neighbors helping neighbors! 

As we did last month, the left-over baked goods 

were taken by our friends from St. Paul’s On The 

Hill for their pantry the next day.  So, this time, the 

Millwood chickens did not share in the largesse.

Wickliffe Church 

      

Wickliffe Church will hold 

its annual service on the 8th 

of August, using the 1797 

Prayer Book. Wickliffe was 

established in 1819 when 

some of the original 

congregation withdrew 

from Old Chapel, Frederick 

Parish, to establish a 

mission church four miles 

northeast of Berryville known as Wickliffe. 

Wickliffe has historic ties to Grace Church, 

Berryville, which was established as a mission of 



Wickliffe in 1831.  Grace then separated from 

Wickliffe in 1853 and completed its present building 

in 1857.  In 1919, Wickliffe ceased holding regular 

weekly services and its members joined Grace 

Church.  The original schoolhouse at Wickliffe still 

stands, having been brought from the Wickliffe area 

to Berryville to be used as a Parish Hall.

Beverly McKay died in 1965 and didn't live to 

see the restoration of Old Bethel.  Nevertheless, he 

would be very pleased with the efforts of the trustees 

and friends of all faiths who have done so much to 

bring Bethel back to life and who gather at “God’s 

Acre on the hill” on the third Sunday in August and 

during Christmas season to worship and celebrate 

community and friendship.   

 

Services will be held on August 22, at 11:00am, 

with a picnic to follow.

Paper plates, iced 

tea, lemonade and water, as well as ham will be 

provided.  Dress in comfortable attire as there is no 

air conditioning. 

 

Directions to Bethel:  Take Rt. 50 to Rt. 625 

(Kennel Road opposite Mt. View Motel).  Turn right 

on Rt. 625 to Rt. 622 (Swift Shoals Road).  Turn 

right on Rt. 622, then take an almost immediate left 

on Bethel Lane.  The church is on the left at the top 

of the hill.

Preschool Programs in Clarke County 
  

In late July, Clarke County broke ground for a 

new high school. Presumably, the educational needs 

of the county’s teenagers will be addressed; but what 

about the children in our community who are just 

starting their educational careers? What choices do 

parents have for preschool programs in Clarke 

County? 

The answer to this question is pretty simple: not 

much.  There are two categories of preschool.  There 

is either a standalone preschool program or a 

preschool program within a daycare environment.  

There are several options for preschool within a 

daycare setting in Clarke County. Wee Angels 

Weekday program at Duncan Memorial Methodist 

Church, Heritage Child Development Center, and 

Life in the Word Church of Jesus Christ in White 

Post are well known in the community.  As for 

preschool only, there is one option.  Crums United 

Methodist Church in Berryville has a program called 

Little Sprouts, which is a half-day program for 3 and 

4 year olds. 

The result of these limited choices is that many 

of Clarke County’s early learners go to preschool in 

Winchester.  Or children do not have any preschool 

experience prior to kindergarten.  According to a 

source at Boyce Elementary School, roughly forty 

percent of the incoming kindergarten class has not 

been to preschool. 

Research has shown innumerable benefits for 

children who attend preschool, as preschoolers get an 

earlier start in both the educational and socialization 

process which yields many benefits in later life. 

The Episcopal Church has a long-standing tradition 

of valuing and supporting education.  I am sure you 

have heard of Episcopal High School or St. James, 

but have you heard about St. John’s Preschool in 

Georgetown?  There are no Episcopal preschools 

west of the Blue Ridge Mountains.  Perhaps Christ 

Church, in the tradition of Bishop Meade, can 

answer the call to educate young children by 

establishing the first Episcopal preschool west of the 

Blue Ridge and give them a love of learning and of 

God?

The Vestry 

approved the formation of a Vestry Nominating 

Committee (Rob Kern, Terry Chandler and Wendy 

Clatterbuck) to nominate new Vestry members to 

stand for election at the Annual Meeting.  Caroline 

Roberts announced the Audit Committee was 

completing the 2009 Audit.  The Vestry will publish 

an August newsletter to stay in touch with 

Parishioners during this period of transition.    

Regular summer services will be held at Christ 

Church at 9:00 a.m. on August 8th and 22nd, the 

dates for services at Wycliffe and Bethel. 

Parishioners are welcome to inspect and read the 

Vestry minutes in Bishop’s Chapel during business 

hours and in the Narthex at all hours (notebook kept 

in right-hand drawer of Narthex table).

Bishop Shannon Johnston announced on July 15, 

the appointment of  the Rt. Rev. Edwin "Ted" F. 

Gulick Jr., formerly Bishop of Kentucky, to the 

position of assistant bishop in the Diocese of 

Virginia. A native Virginian, Bishop Gulick grew up 

as a member of St. Stephen's, Catlett. As a youth he 

attended St. George's Camp at Shrine Mont and 

served there as a staff member. He received a 

bachelor of arts degree from Lynchburg College and 

a master of divinity degree from Virginia 

Theological Seminary. Bishop Gulick served as a 

parish priest for 20 years before he became the 

seventh bishop of the Diocese of Kentucky in 1994. 

His episcopate was marked by a dedication to 

outreach, youth and young adult formation and 

ecumenical ministries. Bishop Gulick will begin as 

our assistant bishop effective January 1, 2011, and 

will focus particularly on pastoral care and response, 

especially for our clergy and their families.

During 

the five days that we worked on their house, we 

completely redid the floor and walls. Even though 

we physically helped them, I believe we also 

mentally helped them too. Every day we would pack 

a lunch for them so that they could eat lunch with us 

underneath their wonderful shade tree. The last day 

we had a big dinner for them. Ms. Penny and Ms. 

Virginia came to the parish hall that we stayed in for 

that week and when they had to leave, we could see 

tears showing up in their eyes. 

After each dinner, the entire Towel Ministry 

would have Compline. During the service we would 

talk about where we saw God during the day and our 

experiences. After Compline we had free time until 

lights out at 11:00 p.m. 

You may ask, “what is a Towel Ministry”?  The 

next time I acolyte, you will see a towel on my left 

hip. This towel represents the cloth that Jesus wore 

around His waist. This towel, which had been 

blessed, was given to me on the mission. This 

experience really opened my eyes to another world. 

Anyone who joins such a mission will be rewarded 

many times over.
